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Sedoc Signs With Lincoln (MO) University

Lady Conq Marcella Sedoc has signed with Lincoln (MO) University to continue her basketball
career. This past season, Marcella averaged 12.3 points a game for the Lady Congs and had 105 assists. A
native of Suriname, Sedoc was a two year starter at point guard for the Lady Congs and finished ranked in
the top 10 all-time in several categories: #2 in free throws made in a season, #3 free throws made in ca-
reer, steals in a season and steals in a career, #6 in assists in a career, #8 in assists in a season. This past
season the Lady Congs finished the season 4-27 and fell to eventual Region VI champion, Labette County
in the first round of the Region VI tournament.

Sedoc will join a Lincoln University team that finished last season with 12-15 overall record and 6-
8 in its last year in the Heartland Conference. Lincoln will be re-joining the Mid-America Intercollegiate
Athletics Association after leaving the conference in 1999. The MIAA, an 11-member conference of
NCAA Division II institutions in Missouri & Kansas, is considered to be one of the toughest women’s bas-
ketball conferences at the Division II level. The Blue Tigers schedule will include perennial powers
Washburn University and the University of Central Missouri as well as the 2010 Division II National
Champion, the Emporia State University Hornets.
